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Intimate Care Policy
With reference to

Keeping Children Safe in Education, September 2015 (DFE-00129-2015)
Introduction

There are times when staff need to provide intimate care for a child: This may include bottom wiping, nappy changing, removing clothes due to soiling or vomiting. Staff will follow the procedure below.
Procedure

· Signal to your colleague that you are going to help a child to change.

· Ask the child for their consent to help them to get cleaned up.

· Invite their cooperation and participation, supporting their ability to take care of themselves independently.

· Plastic gloves will be available for staff to use, and soiled clothing will be wrapped and handed back to parent / carer.

· All efforts will be made to provide a private space for the child to be changed in. This area may change depending on session time and the needs of the child. 

· Staff and child's hands will be washed using soap and water and all surfaces will be disinfected to avoid cross contamination.

· Only staff employed by The Montessori Place, who have been checked by the Criminal Records Bureau, will be allowed to provide intimate care. Students and volunteers are not permitted to do this.

This policy should be read in conjunction with the First Aid Policy
