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Attendance and Absence Policy
Importance of Attendance
Children need a continuity of experience in order to fully benefit from the education offered at The Montessori Place.

Children thrive within the stability of the community in terms of both the adults and children who are present each day.

For these two reasons we emphasise the importance of consistent and high attendance over the school year.

Definition of attendance

For our purposes attendance for the full day is from 8.45am to 3.30pm in Hove, and 8am/9am to 4pm in Eason’s Green. Attendance for half a day is either 8.45am to 12.30pm or 12.30pm to 3.30pm. 

Holidays

Children attend school for 36 weeks in the calendar year. There are many weeks for holidays – 3 over Christmas, 3 over Easter, and 6 over the Summer. In addition there are the half-term breaks and the bank holidays. We encourage parents to make the most of these holiday periods, and to avoid if at all possible booking holidays during term time.

Attendance Register

Attendance is marked in an attendance register, each community has one. Attendance figures are compiled on a termly basis and these are stored for 5 years as a matter of record. 

In the Elementary and Young People’s communities attendance figures for the year are given to parents so that they have a regular reminder of the value and importance of attendance.

Where attendance falls below 90% a letter is sent to parents. 
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
